1)  Work Area Safety

BATTERY PACK

NOTE:
Prior to installation, lock the switch trigger by the reversing 
lever to avoid unintentional start.

To install:
Align and slide the battery pack to the docking port until it is 
locked in place.

To remove:
Press the unlock button on battery pack and slide the 
battery pack out.
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TORQUE
1.  17 torque values are designed for screw driving.Rotating 
the torque ring until the arrow points at the desired value. 
The screw will be automatically stopped once the pre-set 
torque reached. 

NOTE:
The torque required depends on the type and size of the 
fastener being driven, as well as the material of workpiece.

2.  " " on the torque ring is designed for drilling into 
wood or metal materials. The motor will continue to output 
until it penetrates workpiece.

OPERATION

WARNING:

The motor runs forward or backward for driving the bit in or 
out. It is controlled by the reversing lever.

4.   Insert the battery pack into the charger, the light 
indicator of the charger turns green and it flashes.

5.   The charger will communicate with the battery pack to 
evaluate the condition of the battery pack.

6.   It is fully charged that the four lights of the battery turn 
on. Disconnect the power supply from the charger. 
Remove battery pack from the charger.

OVERHEAT PROTECTION
When the tool/battery is overheated, the tool stops 
automatically. In this situation, let the power tool/battery cool 
before turning the tool on again. 

OVERDISCHARGE PROTECTION
When the battery capacity is not enough, the tool stops 
automatically. In this case, remove the battery from the tool 
and charge the battery.

WORKPIECE AND WORK AREA 
SET UP
1.   Designate a work area that is clean and well lit. The 

work area must not allow access by children or pets to 
prevent distraction and injury.

2.   Secure loose workpieces using a vise or clamps (not 
included) to prevent movement while working.

3.   There must not be objects, such as utility lines, nearby 
that will present a hazard while working.

PRACTICAL ADVICES
1) General
a)   Ensure the tool is fitted with a suitable bit for current 

work and the reversing lever is at center lock position 
before start.

b)   Always keep the product perpendicular to the 
workpiece. Otherwise, bit is more likely to slip or be 
jammed in turn causing tool damage.

c)   Place the power tool in a start position first and then 
switch the product on.

d)   The feeding force and running speed depends on tool 
characteristics and the workpiece material. Excessive 
feeding force will overload the power tool and increase 
the risk of losing control. Ask an power tool specialist for 
advice if necessary.

e)   If the tool gets stuck in workpiece, switch off and try 
to perpendicularly draw it out with slight force to avoid 
damage. If this does not work, switch to backward 
mode, run the tool at a slow speed and perpendicularly 
draw out with slight force.

f)    Check the power tool and its clamping status regularly 
during work. Refit or replace it if necessary.

2) Drilling
a)   Attach a bit specially for drilling and set the torque ring 

to " ".
b)   Pre-drill larger holes with a small diameter drill bit in 

advance for a easier operation and better result. 
c)   In order to prevent the bit from slipping, punch a point 

beforehand especially when drilling metals.  
d)   Start with a low speed. Gradually increase speed as drill 

bit bites into wood.
e)   When drilling through holes, place a block or wood 

behind the workpiece to prevent ragged edges on the 
back side of the hole.

f)   If necessary, use a cooling lubricant when drilling metal. 

3) Screw Driving
a)   Attach a driver bit and select a proper torque according 

to the type and size of screw and material of workpiece.
b)   Pre-drill a hole of proper diameter and depth before 

driving big screws into workpiece.
c)   Hold the tool perpendicular to the screw head and keep 

the bit tip well fitted into the screw recess, then switch 
ton the tool.

d)   Start at a low speed. Gradually increase speed as the  
screw driven in.

e)    Remove a jammed screw in the backward mode.

WARNING:
Do not use the power tool like a hand screw 
driver or wrench,  this could damage the 
automatic spindle lock in the power tool.

CLEANING
1.   Clean dust and debris from air vents. 
2.   Keep handle clean, dry and free of oil or grease.
3.   Make sure the chuck and the jaw are not clogged by 

debris.
4.	 Remove stubborn dirt from housing with high pressure 

air (max. 3 bar).

NOTE:
Do not use chemical, alkaline, abrasive or other aggressive 
detergents or disinfectants to clean this product as they 
might be harmful to its surfaces.

TRANSPORTATION
1.   Only carry by its handle.
2.	 Protect from any heavy impact or strong vibrations 

which may occur during transportation in vehicles.
3.	 Secure to prevent it from slipping or falling over.

STORAGE
1.  Clean thoroughly as described above.
2.   Store in a dark, dry, frost-free and well-ventilated area 

that is inaccessible to children. The ideal storage 
temperature is between 10°C and 30°C.

3.	 Use original package for storage or cover with a suitable 
cloth to protect it against dust.

NOTE:
To prolong battery life, store the battery pack separately 
from the tool in a 30%-50% charged condition. It's 
recommended to have your battery pack charged at least 
every 6 months.

Use proper drill/screwdriver bit.
